Here, in the cemetery just
below the village, he raised Lazarus from the
dead. Then transfer to the Dead Sea, check in
dinner and overnight at hotel.

DAY 7: MON NOV 13 - DEAD SEA / QUMRAN /
BETHANY / JERUSALEM

Breakfast, we drive to Qumran, site of the
discovery of the Dead Sea Scrolls. We stop to
view the Dead Sea, the lowest point on earth
and optional swim in the salty water. We visit
Qumran and Bethany.

Visit the Cave of Betrayal and the Tomb of our
Lady. Then back to our hotel for dinner and the
evening.

DAY 10: THU NOV 16 - JERUSALEM / OLD CITY
Breakfast at Hotel. Wec’oroceed to St. Anne
Church & Pool of Bethesda then to Way of the
Cross . Visit Calvary & The Tomb of our Lord.
Holy Sepulcher Church - Mass (TBC)
